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On this day Birth Anniversary of Swarajya Janani Rajmata Jijausaheb & Swami
Vivekanand was celebrated by photo pujan with auspicious hands of our
Principal Dr. S.V.Patil sir. During Photo pujan sir shared that jijabai was born
on 12 January 1596, to Mhalasabai Jadhav and Lakhuji Jadhav of Deulgaon,
near Sindkhedraja ,in present-day Buldhana district of Maharastra. Lakhujiraje
Jadhav was a Maratha noble. Jijabai was married at an early age to Shahaji
Bhosle, son of Maloji Bhosle of Verul village. a military commander serving
under the Nizam Shahi sultans. She taught Ch. Shivaji about swarajya and
raised him to be a warrior. Jijabai told Ch. Shivaji stories from the Ramayana,
the Mahabharata, which began and ended in independence. She was also a
skilled horse rider. She could wield a sword very skillfully. She managed her
husband's Jagir in Pune and developed it. She established Kasba Ganapati
Mandir. She also renovated Kevareshwar Temple and Tambadi Jogeshwar
Temple. Jijabai died on 17 June 1674. Jyjabai belonged to the clan of jadhavas of
SindkhedRaja, who also claimed descent from the Yadavas. All program was
successful with the guidance & support from our Principal sir, staff& NSS
volunteer students.
